Beaverdam reported as belonging to Classis of Montgomery. Rev. David Devoe, M *May 31, 1814. Rev. Winslow Paige reported that he had installed Mr. Devoe at Middleburgh. *Sept. 26, 1815. Mr. Devoe suspended for 3 Sabbaths; he had been found guilty of indiscretions *May 28, 1816. Mr. Devoe produced a certificate of dismission from the congregation at Beaverd *July 9, 1816. 'A call was laid on the table of Classis, from the Congregations of Oppenheim a dismission from the Congn. of Middleburgh, which was also read and approved.' *On Nov. 28, 1821, Mr. Devoe organized the Second Reformed Dutch Church at Oppenheim. By Sept. Candidate. At this same meeting of the Classis, the Reformed Dutch Church of La Ray was admit Devoe in the fall of 1821.
